Profile of Serbian GM Ljubomir Ljubojevic. Part 1.

Serbian Gm Ljubomir Ljubojevic was born on 2
November 1950 in Titoto UZice, Yugoslavia (now
Serbia.) Chess was very popular in Yugoslavia in the
late 1950’s due to the Interzonal at Portoroz in 1958 and
the Candidates tournament at Bled in 1959. Both Bobby
Fischer and Mikhail Tal played in both events and it’s
possible that a young Ljubomir was influenced by these
legends. In subsequent interviews “Ljubo” has stated
that Tal’s games and combinative power influenced him
to become a pro chess player. Ljubojevic’s style has
been described as “aggressive’ and “attacking” whether
playing White or Black. He achieved the IM title in
1970, followed quickly by a GM title the following year
of 1971. Earlier, in 1969 he competed for the then
Yugoslavia in the World Team Championships, under 26
years old in Dresden, Germany. This fine win against
American James Tarjan with Black has a nice finish.

At the Chess Olympiad 1972 in Skopje, "Ljubo" played
on board three for Yugoslavia, behind the legends
Svetozar Gligori¢ and Borislav Ivkov, garnering a gold
medal for best 3" board result. Finishing with 15 %2/ 19
he definitely helped the Yugoslav team to its 3" place
standing. Held between 18th September - 13th October
1972 Yugoslavia finished with 60.5 points behind the
USSR 1% = 64 and Hungary 2" = 64. Here is one of the
best games from the event pitting “Ljubo’ WITH White
vs Jaime Emma of Argentina.

In 1977 Ljubojevic shared the Yugoslavian
Championship. He won again outright in 1982. By 1983
he was ranked 3" on the ELO list, however he never
made it to a Candidates cycle. This was due to,
according to chessgames.com, uneven play and opening
experimentation in some events. Still, he has defeated
almost every top GM who played in his era. This
includes both Karpov and Kasparov.



In 1985 he shared the winners circle in Linares with
German GM Robert Hubner. It was in Linares that he
beat the formidable Victor Korchnoi.

8F5. Capturing en passant.

A pawn, attacking a square bypassed by an
opponent’s pawn, the latter having advanced two squares
in one move from it’s original square, may capture the
opponents’ pawn as though the latter had moved only
one square.

This capture may only be made in immediate
reply to such advance and is called an en passant (in
passing) capture. Note that only a pawn that has
advanced a total of exactly three squares from it’s
original square is in position to make such a capture.
