Ljubojevic continued his winning ways as the
1980°s wound down with impressive results at
the World Cup series 1988-89, in which 25 of
the world's best grandmasters took part, and
where Ljubojevic finished 5th in the overall
ranking. In 1989 he shared first place with
World Champion Garry Kasparov at the
Barcelona World Cup. Held from March 30" to
April 20®, Ljubo lead throughout, and it took
Kasparov all the way to the last round to catch
him and tie for first place. The following is
Ljubojevic’s 1% round win vs English GM
Jonathan Speelman.

Having moved to Spain around the time of
Yugoslavia’s disintegration during the Balkan’s
War of the early 1990’s, Ljubojevic was a bit of
a hometown hero for these high-level GM
tournaments then being held in the Iberian
Peninsula. He continued with this round 3 win
vs former World Champion Anatoly Karpov at
the 1991 Linares tournament.

The 1991 Linares tournament was famous for
Vassily Ivanchuk’s stellar performance winning
clear first and beating Kasparov and Karpov in
the process. He did not, however defeat
Ljubojevic, who, as the oldest player in the

event at 40 finished with 6 points ahead of
Anand, Gurevich, Gelfand, Ehlvest, and
Kamsky.

The Melody Amber tournament ran for 20 years,
first in Monaco and then starting in 2008 in
Nice, France, finally ending in 2011 back in
Monaco. Ljubomir Ljubojevic is 72 years old as
of this writing and is retired now. Time is every
man’s master and “Ljubo” is no exception.
Ljubojevic played for the Yugoslav team on 12
occasions, 9 times as top board with a record of
63.5% (+66—22=75). He won a total of 4 medals
at the Chess Olympiads, 1 gold on 3™ board at
Skopje in 1972 as well as 3 bronze. As of 2019
he was still playing in faster time controls with
good results.

Kasparov-Ribli was a funny game, a
Queen’s Gambit which ended ina draw —
their fourth consceutive such result.
Afterwards at dinner, Kortchnoi was
laughing to himself over Garry’s disdain
for the Vienna variation of the Queen’s
Gambit. Earlier, to no one in particular,
Garry had cricd out, *“Where? Where??
Where are the people who play this varia-
tion?” Viktor, smiling slyly, said, “Well,
today he found one!”

I asked Ribli what he thought of the
game. His response: “Garry is a good
player. . . .

that Black’s Qucen is misplaced, and he
falls behind in development. As compen-
sation, Black wins the two Bishops.

6.Bxt6

After 6.Bh4!? g5 7.Bg3 dxc4, the move
8.h4 seems like an interesting gambit for
White, though it’s probably unsound.

6...Qxf6 7.e3

White would prefer to be able to strike
with 7.c4, but after 7...dxe4 8. Nxc4 Bb4 +
Black equalizes.

7...Nd7 8.Bd3 Bd6! 9.0-0 Qe7

Black would now like for absolutely
nothing to happen. He could then catch
up in development and prepare to assert
his two Bishops. As compensation for
Black’s clerics, White must force the ac-
tion and try to gain some concessions,

10.e4 dxcd

The right capture. After 10...dxe4,
Black’s Bishop on ¢8 would have difficul-
ty developing.

11.Bxcd 3 12.d5 O-0 13.dxc6 bxe6

White has managed to split Black’s
pawns (c6, a7). The weakness of split
pawns is rarcly in the pawns themselves.
That is, they are usually as casy to defend
as attack. Also, they tend to control cru-
cial squares (dS in this case) and open up
lines for counterattacks (the b-file).

The real weakness of split pawns is a
long-term once that usually appears in the
ending.  Take off pairs of picces and
judge the effects. When you reach King
versus King, then the problems of the
pawns become much more obvious. The
connected pawns on a2 and b2 form a
natural barrier to Black’s King, while the
¢6 and a7 pawns positively invite White’s
to march.

The strategy of both sides can be
summed up as follows. White: Exchange
picces. Black: Keep picces on the board
and drum up tactical counterplay on the
d4-square and the b-file. It’s easier to
play White.

14.Nh4?

A quick step in the wrong direction.
Though the planis okay (trade Knight for
Bishop), the exceution is wrong: The
move doesn’t accomplish the goal! Since
the Knight is finc on f3 and the pawn on
¢6 restricts the other Knight, my
preference is 14.Ne2!. The idea is to va-
cate the c-file, in order to pressure c6. By
playing Ne2-g3, White could induce the
weakening ...g7-g6. White should then

continue with cither Qd2—pickingupa

-8-

tempo against h6—or Qd1-e2 and Bcd-
ao, trading picces.

After the text, Black gains time for
counterplay.

14...Nb6 15.Bb3 Qf6 16.g3

P’'m not a fan of this move, either. Evi-
dently, the Knight now nceds protection
and Black’s counterplay is beginning to
look more real. Moves like ...Bc8-h3, or
-.Bc8-a6 followed by ...Bd6-c5, pressur-
ing {2, look more threatening than the
“attacking” Knight on h4.

16...g6 17.Rcl Bh3

I prefer ...Bc8-a6, controlling crucial
center squares, over this move. Com-
bined with ...Rads, ...Ba6 would give
Black the better game. Yet I also prefer
Black’s position after the text continua-
tion, so perhaps it’s a question of taste.

18.Rel Kg7 19.Qe2 Rad8 20.Na4!

I’s no longer a question of exchanging
picces to cnhance White’s possibilitics:
IU's a question of exchanging picces to
reduce Black’s attacking chances!

20..Bb4 21.Red! Rxdl+ 22.Rxdl
Nxad 23.Bxad RbS!

Black plays natural moves that follow
the dictates of the position —i.¢., he takes
advantage of the pawn structure, which
gives him the open d- and b-files. The
structure also warns him away from ex-
changing pieces.

24.Rel!

Accordingly, White also plays natural
moves. The first player has the open d-
and c-files, and must prevent Black from
occupying the d4 square with his Bishop.

The battle is shaping up as a tense one,
the outcome of which will depend on who
realizes their plans first. Black wants to
play ..Bd4 and pressure White’s King.
White must activate his Knight, preferab-
ly to e3. White would also like to play

Bad-d1-c2-f1, bringing the Bishop to the

Kingside. This maneuver would activate

the Bishop on a4, which, since White’s

attack against ¢6 is easily parried, may

become useless on its current square —

especially if Black is successful in bring-

ing his Bishop to d4, provoking b2-b3.

Preventing ...Bb4-c5. Preferable
would be 26.Ne3, but Black could realize
his plans by 26...Qd2!

At the local club level, a one section
Swiss tournament can have many early
round mismatches where players of vastly
different playing strengths are pitted against
an opponent they wouldn’t normally play in
class events.

The
other main tournament mode is the round
robin format. Though the Swiss system has
taken over chess tournament play at most
levels in America over the last 50 years the
round robin format used to dominate.
However, when a local club meets once a
week the round robins with double digit
entries is unworkable. The Double Quads, a
4-person section, based on current rating,
where all play all 2 times is a great
compromise. The 2022 edition had 26
entrants.
